10 key facts about Bob Blackman’s book The Horsepower Whisperer

1. Features Nick Hob, the Horsepower Whisperer, but is not part of the Soul Trader Trilogy, which introduces a three way fight between good, evil and the soul-destroying forces of bland.

2. Some other characters from The horsepower Whisperer appear in The Wormton Lamb, namely Caspar Deutz and the Reverend Tregaskis. 

3. The title of The Wormton Lamb derives from the story of The Lambton Worm, a terrible worm or serpent that terrorised the town of Lambton in County Durham. 

4. Originally inspired by the story of the story of the Great Dun Cow, a terrible and monstrous dun-coloured (i.e. brown) cow that terrorised parts of Warwickshire in the Middle Ages. The peasants appealed to their overlord, the romantic Guy of Warwick, and he slew the Great Dun Cow. It is doubtful if his remarks on seeing the animal gasping its last gave rise to the saying “How now Brown Cow?”

5. Uses digital printing technology. Individual books can be printed from a digital inventory and despatched within 24 hours avoiding the cost of print runs and stockholding.

6. One page books are downloadable from the Anarchadia website to allow people to try the principles of print-on-demand on their own printers.
